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Who We Are: Symbols 
Symbolism is an important part of we are. Symbols take many forms. Some are intangible and 

almost unconsciously adopted and used, such as a particular style of body language, gestures, vocabulary, 
and phrases. Others are tangible, and prominent, like our building. Some symbols have meaning only for 
members, while other symbols are used to represent the organization in the wider community. As an 
organization evolves over time, some symbols remain timeless and unchanged, some old symbols 
disappear, and other new symbols arise to take their place. Here are several categories of symbols that 
characterize the code of an organization:  

MYTHS  
Myths symbolize the storyline and historic meaning of our congregation. They explain, in story 

form, what our congregation is all about. Myths may be historically true or apocryphal, but they are 
always meaningful and symbolic. Typically, a myth will tell the story of the founding or the story of 
important transitions. 

RITUALS   
Rituals symbolize the beliefs, behavior patterns, and ideals of an organization. Examples of 

rituals in an organization include traditional events, ceremonies, and gatherings; ceremonial ways of 
recognizing individual achievements and milestones; and traditional ways of greeting and paying respect 
to one another. Some rituals are formalized and intentional. Others are practiced in an unconscious way. 
The more thoughtful and intentional we are in devising and maintaining rituals in our organization, the 
more healthy and worthwhile those rituals are likely to be.  

HEROES  
Heroes symbolize the personality of an organization. A hero is any personality who possesses 

highly prized characteristics that symbolize the organization. Often, the founding Pastor or a founding 
member is one of the heroes. Heroes populate the myths and give meaning and emotional power to the 
story of a congregation.  

VISUAL STYLE   
Visual style is the symbolic face an organization shows to the world. An organization's visual 

style is reflected in its logos, brochures, and the architecture and decor of its facilities.  

Visual style extends from the exterior to the interior, from the art-work hanging on the walls to 
the apparel and grooming styles of the members. All aspects of the visual style of a healthy organization 
are coordinated and complement each other.  

These, then, are the ingredients of a healthy organizational code. Over the last few months we 
have looked at values, mission, vision, strategy, passion, and symbols. When these pieces of the puzzle 
come together, they form a picture of who we are and what we to the community. The more we 
understand and live these at Amazing Grace, the stronger we will become. May God guide us in our 
journey in life together.

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YOU NEED THE RIGHT TOOLS 
FOR THE JOB ! 

Whether you have decided to join a 
fitness program at a local recreation 
center, health club, workplace, or join in 
with our churches fall program: A Virtual 
Walk to Wittenberg, you’ll want to invest 
in a few basic pieces of equipment. 
Even for fitness there are some basic 
tools to get the job done. 
 

PROPER FOOTWEAR 
Choose a pair of athletic shoes 
designed for the activities you plan to 
participate in. Running and walking 
shoes are made for people to move 
forward and backward, and provide 
stability for this type of movement. They 
are also more cushioned for impact 
while running and walking. Tennis, 
basketball, and cross training shoes, on 
the other hand, are made for both front-
to-back and side-to-side movements. 
What does this mean? Get running 
shoes for running or walking. Use 
walking shoes or cross-trainers for 
walking. Try cross-trainers or tennis or 
basketball shoes for strength training 
and other activities. 
 

FITNESS APPAREL  
Depending on the temperature and 
humidity, you’ll need shorts or full-length 
pants, plus sleeveless, short-sleeve, or 
long-sleeve tops, all made of lightweight 
acrylic fabrics that wick sweat away 
from your skin. 
 

PEDOMETER 
A pedometer should be comfortable to 
wear all day and be held securely by its 
clip. An extra safety leash can help. The 
display should be easy to read without 
removing the unit from your waistband. 
The simplest pedometers count your 
steps and display steps or distance; 
others estimate calories burned and 
provide times. 
 

WATER BOTTLE 
You can find basic bottles with tops to 
squirt water into your mouth at your 
grocery store. Others that can be 
strapped to you for long workouts can 
be found at sporting goods stores. 
 

Hand Weights 
Get two sets—one light, one heavy. 
Beginners should try two- or three-
pound weights and five-pound weights. 
If you have a good base of upper-body 
strength, try five- and eight-pound 
weights, or eight- and 10-pound 
weights. 
 

STRETCHY RESISTANCE BANDS 
These inexpensive latex bands often 
come in sets of three—light, medium, 
and heavy resistance—along with 
directions for using them instead of 
hand or ankle weights. They can be 
purchased at many sporting goods 
stores, and they provide resistance 
during both upper- and lower-body 
strength exercises.
